His face 
was pale and his eyes seemed to have sunken low. I was puzzled.” “When 
I turned to the boy for an explanation, he said, ‘Sir, I have an attack of 
jaundice & I’m feeling extremely weak. I cannot stand up, nor walk a 
few steps. A girl from my country brings me food. However, since ladies 
are not allowed to enter the boys’ hostel, she hands over the tiffin box 
through the window.’ I was stunned. After all, it wasn’t the type of ‘affair’ 
I had expected. I was very much pained & decided something had to 
be done about this. That was the instance, the golden moment that 
Symbiosis was born. “Symbiosis is a term in life science, meaning ‘living 
together of two different organisms, for the benefit of each other’. Dr. 
Mujumdar, himself a professor of botany, thought this name apt for the 
institution. Thus the institution was founded to alleviate the problems 
faced by foreign students coming to India. At the time, these problems 
included - accommodation, meals, medical care, guidance, coaching, 
information about the city, etc.

INNOVATION (SCRI)

Symbiosis Centre for Research and Innovation (SCRI), 
a Research and Development Cell (RDC) of the 
Symbiosis International (Deemed University) (SIU), was 
established in 2009 with the objective to facilitate and 
enhance high standards of research at SIU that will 
result in quality contribution to the knowledge base in 
the broad disciplines of the University. The functions 
of SCRI are aligned with the University’s commitment 
to stay connected with the community by the way 
of understanding its major issues and problems and 
to suggest relevant and flexible means to resolve 
them. In accordance with the University’s endeavor 
to make meaningful contributions to the dialogue 
around the development of knowledge and policies 
for society, SCRI facilitates the research journey of the 
SIU’s academic fraternity. The department provides 
intellectual, academic, and administrative support 
to the research endeavors of the members of the 
Faculties and students. The department acts as a 
nodal unit for enabling the research activities of the 
SIU fraternity.

SCRI’s activities revolve around the Research and 
Development (R&D) mandate of SIU, which states the 
following:

• �The R&D must be socially relevant, locally need-
based, nationally important and globally significant.

• �The focus of R&D in the University is aligned with 
the national priorities of the Government, reflected 
through various schemes and grants.

• �The R&D must be applied, leading to innovation and 
translational.

• �To create R&D hub comprising of medical facilities, 

diverse research centers, and constituent institutes 
that promotes interdisciplinary, multidisciplinary, 
and transdisciplinary research significant to society, 
and 

• �The University’s R&D must lead to the development 
of the capable and responsible human resource.

SCRI is responsible for research programmes leading 
to the award of Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) in the 
following Faculty of Studies: Law, Management, 
Computer Studies, Medical and Health Sciences, 
Media and Communication, Humanities and Social 
Sciences, and Engineering in more than 25 sub-
streams (subject areas). The doctoral programme is 
offered in accordance with UGC (Minimum Standards 
and Procedures for Award of Ph D Degree), 2022. 
The University has identified qualified supervisors, 
has state-of-the-art infrastructure and resources to 
support the doctoral students. A few postdoctoral 
fellowships are also offered in dedicated Research 
Centres: Symbiosis Centre for Nanoscience and 
Nanotechnology (SCNN), Symbiosis Centre for Stem 
Cell Research (SCSCR), Symbiosis Centre for Medical 
Image Analysis (SCMIA) and Symbiosis Centre for 
Applied Artificial Intelligence (SCAAI). 

Besides research programmes and fellowships, SCRI 
takes care of seed money, support for extramural 
funding, publications, intellectual property, and 
research collaborations of the researchers of the 
University. The department undertakes activities 
related to protection of intellectual property rights 
(IPR) and facilitates technology transfer for products 
and processes developed by SIU along with the 
collaborators. Statistical support to researchers 
through a dedicated statistician is also made available. 
This enables quality publications of non-doctrinal, 



34

social, ecological, psychosocial, organizational, 
experimental and observational driven empirical 
type of studies across all the faculties. Continuous 
improvement in the quality of research at SIU is 
facilitated by the University’s research collaboration 
with the organizations such as the Indian Council 
for Medical Research (ICMR), L&T, Society for 
Development Studies, Lupin Research Park, Serum 
Institute of India Pvt. Ltd., KEM Hospital Research 
Centre and many more.

The collective research experience at SCRI has 
supported Faculty Members of SIU for attracting 
prestigious research grants from the Government 
under various schemes (such as DST-PURSE, 
SPARC, DST-SERB, DBT, NABARD, ICSSR) and Non-
Government agencies (such as ABTL, Huvepharma 
SEA Belgium and India, IBM, TCS). In addition to this, 
internal funds (Minor Research projects and Major 
Research projects) are also provided to the Faculty and 
students by SIU. The department’s support through 
hands-on, sensitization, and FDPs has contributed 
towards rapid increase in the research publications, 
(both quantitatively and qualitatively), patents, the 
registration of designs and copyrights, and new 
collaborative opportunities and recognitions. SIU is an 
empanelled research agency for conducting evaluation 
studies for the Government of Maharashtra. Doctoral 
research of SIU’s 1000+ Ph.D. Scholars in different 
disciplines are facilitated by SCRI. With commitment, 
focus, and determination, SCRI is tirelessly contributing 
to the enhancement of research activities at SIU and 
strengthening its culture of good-quality research.

• �To develop institutional research agenda and to 
formulate policies to reflect a conscious effort 
for creating a congenial and scholarly climate 
that nurtures the quality research culture in the 
University.

• �To establish the minimum standards for research 
activities at SIU that leads to good quality 
contribution to the existing knowledge.

• �To build research capacity and mentor the 
researchers to translate their effort into high quality 
research outcome.

• �To set up a systematic procedure for administration 
of research programmes.

Symbiosis Centre for Nanoscience and 

Nanotechnology (SCNN)

Symbiosis Centre for Nanoscience and 
Nanotechnology has been established in Sept. 2017 
considering that potential impact of Nanoscience and 
Nanotechnology on evolution of Science, technology 
and societal growth. The Centre envisages promoting 
basic and applied research in the fields of healthcare, 
technology and environment, with primary impetus 
to fulfill national strategic needs. The major ventures 
of the centre are synthesis of advanced functional 
nanomaterials, fabrication of nano-micro-devices, 
& its multidisciplinary applications. The major thrust 
of centre includes opportunities for international 
research collaborations; conduction of seminars/ 
workshops/conferences/extension lectures to 
promote Nanoscience & Nanotechnology to common 
people and to bridge the gap between nanotechnology 
research and its social acceptance.

Symbiosis Centre for Stem Cell Research (SCSCR)

The centre is unique, as it is the only research centre 
in Pune that will perform research exclusively on 
stem cells. Research in Experimental Hematology at 
a cellular and molecular level will be carried out with 
respect to aging of stem cells, microenvironment – 
mediated regulation of hematopoietic stem cells, 
leukemia/lymphoma biology, development of 3D 
cultures, mesenchymal stem cell biology with special 
focus on exosomes and micro-vesicles and signal 
transduction. Department of Biotechnology (DBT), 
Ministry of Science &Technology, Government of 
India has identified Stem Cell Research as one of 
the most exciting fields of life science in view of its 
potential clinical applications. With this understanding 
Symbiosis Centre for Stem Cell Research will serve 
in strengthening research in one of the targeted 
areas as identified by DBT’s Medical Biotechnology 
programme.

Symbiosis Centre for Behavioural Studies (SCBS)

Keeping in mind that experimental research methods 
have a rich academic tradition both in psychology and 
marketing, Symbiosis Centre for Behavioural Studies 
has been established with aim to conduct experimental 
research in order to publish quality research papers 
in reputed journals. Its allied agenda of providing 
consultancy to organizations has also been kept in 
mind while marshaling the centre amongst industry 
and academia.

Symbiosis Centre for Waste Resource Management 

(SCWRM)

Symbiosis International (Deemed University) in the 
year 2015, established Symbiosis Centre for Waste 
Resource Management (SCWRM) to be a pioneer in 
building knowledge, disseminating awareness and 
improving practices in the area of sustainable waste 
management. The centre promotes inter- and multi-
disciplinary approach for basic and need-based, applied 
research and efforts in bridging the gap between lab 
and society with respect to solid and liquid waste 
management. The centre is involved in conducting 
workshops, training, and awareness programs to 
promote national agenda of ‘Swachh Bharat Mission. 
The centre also works towards developing academic 
curriculum for undergraduate

and post graduate courses. Furthermore, SCWRM is 
committed to interdisciplinary approach to develop 
insights, build awareness, and seek to identify, analyze, 
and implement key issues and challenges pertaining 
to waste management and sustainability involving 
all levels of stakeholder’s viz. Government, statutory 
bodies, policy makers, corporates, academia, research 
institutes, civil society and many others. A key activity 
of SCWRM involves providing professional technical 
consultancy to various stakeholders in the field of 
solid waste management. SCWRM has consultancy 
projects with Pune Municipal Corporation (PMC), 
APMC Mumbai, Lonavala Municipal Corporation etc. 
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on diverse aspects of municipal waste management. 
The centre is also an empaneled technical agency with 
the Government of Maharashtra to implement the 
national GOBAR-DHAN scheme in Maharashtra state 
at district levels under Swatch Bharat Mission (G)-
II. The centre has several national and international 
collaborations to develop a network of researchers 
across the globe to address the issue of waste 
management and climate change.

Symbiosis Centre for Medical Image Analysis 

(SCMIA)

In recent years there has been an increased thrust 
to understand and quantify the complex information 
conveyed by medical images. Developing modern 
computational techniques that offer the potential 
for extracting diverse and complex information from 
imaging data and applying the setoaplethora of 
clinical studies is crucial. These techniques not only 
support precise quantification but also overcome 
the limitations of subjective visual interpretation. 
Furthermore, these methods can facilitate finding 
specific markers that relate to pathologies as well as 
aid in treatment planning. Building on this background, 
the objectives of this center are as follows:

1) �development of novel computer-based image 
analysis methods and their application to a wide 
variety of clinical research studies

2) �Translating the techniques to the clinic thereby 
aiding early diagnosis and understanding of the 
underlying pathology.

Currently, the center focuses on neuroimaging (MRI) 
and breast imaging (ultrasound). Image analysis 
methodologies include volumetric analysis, diffusion 
MRI processing and analysis, structural and functional 
connectomics, statistical learning in imaging, radiomics, 
population-based analysis and deep neural networks 
for image classification. In future, the center plans to 
diversify research to image analysis of various organs 
and include multiple modalities in imaging.

Symbiosis Centre for Applied Artificial Intelligence 

(SCAAI)

Symbiosis Centre for Applied AI (SCAAI) was 
established in May 2019 and is affiliated to Symbiosis

Centre for Research and Innovation (SCRI). SCAAI 
is a constituent of Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University). The primary aim of this centre is to 
spearhead the advancement and novel developments 
in various application areas and promotion of the 
advanced research and education in the field of AI. 
Along with this SCAAI engages in interdisciplinary 
research to address pertinent issues that could involve 
a huge spectrum such as finance and banking to 
healthcare.

SCALSAR facilitates and provides:

• �Research, training and consultancy in selected areas 
of 4 excellence centres aligned with SIU clusters,

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• �Interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary studies and 
research while interlinking with SIU research clusters

• �To act as a think-tank to the Government, hosts 
Scholars in residence, undertake interdisciplinary 
legal studies and research projects, train teachers 
and design training modules.

• �Collaboration with institutes under the faculty and 
departments within SIU, National and International 
Universities and Agencies for research, consultation, 
training and extension

• �To disseminate and ensure the outcome of research,

Since 2012 SCALSAR has been organizing an Annual 
Research Conference. It grew drawing international 
participation by 2015. The conference has been 
drawing on Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University)’s new impetus to thrust areas, excellence 
centers and innovation and is titled as SYMROLIC 
representing an interdisciplinary conference in 
relation to Rule of Law. The conference also includes a 
research skills workshop. SCALSAR undertakes Minor 
and Major Research and Consultancy Projects. In 
addition to the completed projects including 2 ICSSR 
Impress Major Projects, there are 4 Major International 
Projects that are going on. SCALSAR also collaborates 
with Government bodies and undertakes Law reform 
initiatives such as Transformation of Criminal Justice 
System in India 029 submitted to Ministry of Home 
Affairs, Initiative with Supreme Court of India on 
Digital Courts Vision & Roadmap: Phase III of the 
E- Court project, Regional consultation on Review 
of Criminal law- Improvement in Status of Women 
organized in collaboration with National Commission 

for Women etc. The research agenda of SCALSAR 
will be further strengthened by the recently received 
Jean Monnet Chair on EU Climate change Law 
Policy and Governance as well as the Jean Monnet 
Module. The Community Legal Care Centre, which 
is a part of SCALSAR, carries out legal aid as well as 
community-based projects for various disadvantaged 
sections of society. Some of the legal aid activities are 
carried out in collaboration with Pune District Legal 
Services Authority, Yerwada Central Prison, Criminal 
Investigation Department Maharashtra and various 
NGOs. The Centre has adopted Sus village, Tal. 
Mulshi, Dist. Pune as a part of community outreach 
programme.

Symbiosis Center for Climate Change and 

Sustainaibility (SCCCS):

SCCCS was established to develop environmental 
professionals with strong scientific knowledge 
who can provide solutions concerning the various 
environmental challenges that we encounter. SCCCS 
conducts innovative research and currently offers 
Ph.D. and post-doctoral programs in life sciences, 
climate change studies, and sustainable development. 
One important aspect of our research focuses on the 
role of microbes, which are often not acknowledged, in 
climate change mitigation and their important functions 
in ecosystem services. The Centre is trying to harness 
the potential of these tiny creatures to abate the 
impact of climate change and promote sustainability. 
SCCCS is involved in organizing workshops and 
lectures, taking up restoration projects, Park/Devrai 
conservations, and DST-funded projects. SCCCS also 
develops educational courses in Climate Change and 
Sustainability Studies for UG & PG institutions. In 
addition to the academic responsibilities, the Centre 
also engages in collaborative works and conducts social 
outreach programs involving international and local 
bodies such as UNICEF, and Pune Climate Warriors for 
issues relating to climate change, environmental health, 
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and water conservation. Another focus of the work is 
nurturing the biodiversity of the campus. This work 
involves documenting, cataloguing and monitoring 
the flora and fauna species. SCCCS organises eco-
tours on the University campus, recreational as well as 
ecosystem and environment awareness programs for 
staff and students.

Universities have recognized the enormous potential 
of higher education to positively impact the health and 
well-being of students, staff, and the wider community 
through education, research, knowledge exchange, 
and institutional practice. With this view, Symbiosis 
launched Symbiosis Community Outreach Programme 
and Extension (SCOPE) on 02nd July 2012. The 
objective is to positively impact the community 
around.

SCOPE works towards achieving sustainable, 
comprehensive, and integrated development of the 32 
identified villages in Mulshi taluka of the Pune district. 
SCOPE through its Mobile Medical Units (MMUs) and 
Rural Digital Literacy Labs offers doorstep delivery 
of healthcare and digital literacy services in several 
access compromised and service deficient villages. 

Initiatives:

SCOPE undertakes various Health and Community 
development initiatives in and around the university 
campus associated with Primary Health Care, Health 
Awareness and Promotion, and Personal - Social 
Development. SCOPE also celebrates various health 
days in our area by conducting health education, 
general health check-up camps, and other activities 
in the community. These initiatives are also part 
of the activities pertaining to Institutional Social 
Responsibility, Creation of a Healthy Environment, 
Developing Links with the Community, and Academic 
and Action Research in the Community. Additionally, 
students take up community research projects for 
Master’s and Ph.D. programs in the villages. 

MMUs visit the identified villages per the fixed weekly 
schedule and covers 32 such villages located in Mulshi 
taluka catering to a population of 40836 individuals. 
Since 2012, MMU has delivered preventive, 
promotive, and curative healthcare services to more 

than 339953 beneficiaries from villages and also 
during mega events such as Pandharpur Wari and 
Bhima Koregaon. We also partner with SUHRC for 
various activity conduction like the inauguration of 
the extension center at Kondhwe –Dhavde (Haveli 
block), Specialist visits at various PHCs of Mulshi and 
Vadgaon Mawal blocks, Key Opinion Leaders (KOL) 
visits, Speciality Camps, etc. The Rural Digital Literacy 
Labs currently offers services in 9 villages and reaches 
over 200 learners.

Way forward:

SCOPE in the coming years is working towards 
increasing the number of villages where its healthcare 
and other services would be delivered. We firmly 
believe that our role as a university goes beyond 
imparting knowledge and skills to our students and as 
active agents of change and nation-building.

If a candidate appears for more than one test, the higher score will be considered for the final 
percentile calculation. There will be no normalization. A rigorous process that has been statistically tested will 
be administered to ensure that unique types of questions are framed under a specific topic across the question 
papers. The normal spread will ensure that there is no unfair advantage to candidates who opt for any specific 
test / multiple tests. This will ensure the normalisation of the spread of questions across sections. Furthermore, 
the question papers will be normalised for the level of difficulty across all two tests. No correspondence regarding 
this will be entertained.

From 2018 onwards, “SET General” is known as Symbiosis Entrance Test (SET), “SET – Law” test is known 
as Symbiosis Law Admission Test (SLAT), “SET – Engineering” as SIT Engineering Entrance Exam (SITEEE). 
Registration for these tests are done from the same portal as per the process mentioned below:

If a candidate appears for more than one test, the higher score will be considered for the final 
percentile calculation.

	� Note: For Engineering, if a candidate applies to seek admission on the basis of test other than SITEEE, he/she 
need not register for SITEEE; rather he/she may apply directly to the concerned institute through the institute 
website (https://www.sitpune.edu.in/ and https://sitnagpur.edu.in/ )

3.	� Upload your latest scanned colour passport size photo at the time of Online Registration. (Your photograph 
should not be more than 04 months old).

4.	� Ensure that the information you have filled is accurate. No changes shall be permitted after the registration 
under any circumstances. Candidates are fully and solely responsible to provide correct information during 
the application process.

Any participation at any stage of admission 
process by such candidate is purely provisional and will 
always be subject to verification and authentication of 
such relevant document.

In case a candidate falls under more than one of 
the above categories (eg. Scheduled Caste as well 
as Differently Abled or any other combination), he 
would need to select any one Category (i.e. either 
Scheduled Caste OR Differently Abled in the case of 
example mentioned above) at the time of filling up 
the SNAP registration form. The category selected 
by the candidate at the time of filling the registration 
form will be considered to be her/ his category for 
the entire admission process and her/his benefits 
and entitlements shall be according to such selected 
category. S/he will not be able to claim benefit under 
the other category/ies at any stage of admission on 
any account whatsoever.

A candidate belonging to any reserved category 
should note the eligibility requirements carefully 
before applying.

Once the certificate is found authentic and 
correct by the Medical Board, SUHRC, his/her eligibility 
will be certified under the DA category. Process to be 
followed for Differently Abled Candidates (DAC):

A Differently Abled category candidate is requested 
to upload his/her Medical Certificate issued by a 
competent authority at the time of registration for 
ascertaining percentage of the disability. The candidate 
failing to do this will be considered under the Open 
Category.

Note – If a candidate selects Differently Abled Category 
in the Registration form and s/he requires scribe/
writer facility please note SIU will not be providing 
scribe/writer. The candidate has to make her/his own 
arrangement for scribe/writer. The qualification of 
scribe/writer should be maximum Class XII passed. 
Candidate should send the request to info@snaptest.
org in case scribe/writer is required.

During the test, as per SIU Examination norms, a 
Differently Abled Candidate is provided with 20 
minutes of compensatory time for every 60 minutes 
of test.

Reservation of Seats within the intake is:

Admission Process for International 
Students 

SCIE is a department of the University that provides 
leadership and support for the University’s efforts to 
internationalize the campus and the curricula. The 
mandate given to Symbiosis Centre for International 
Education (SCIE) is to streamline the processes 
related to international collaborations, participation in 
international conferences and seminars, international 
student mobility, setting up of Area Study Centres, etc. 

At Symbiosis, there are international students from 
over 85 countries who undertake undergraduate 
and postgraduate studies. Students and faculty are 
repeatedly provided with opportunities to pursue 
their international academic interests to the fullest, 
be it through academic exchanges, or exposure to 
international conferences, seminars, workshops, etc.

Internationalisation at Symbiosis works on multiple 
tracks, hence, the five divisions in the Symbiosis 
Centre for International Education include:

1. �International Admissions and International 
Promotions

2. International Student Relations and Events

3. International Initiatives and Collaborations 

4. Symbiosis Centre for European Studies (SCES)

5. �Symbiosis Centre for India Australia Studies 
(SCIAS)

6. �The Symbiosis Centre for Engagement with Africa 
(SCEA)

1. International Admissions and International 

Promotions

Admissions for international students are centralized 
across all the constituent institutes of Symbiosis 
International (Deemed University) and are routed 
through the Symbiosis Centre for International 

Education (SCIE). The procedure for applying to SCIE 
is designed, taking into consideration the requirements 
and difficulties faced by international students. The 
online admission process has made it accessible for 
every student to apply from various parts of the world 
and from the comfort of their homes. Students only 
need to come to India when they are shortlisted 
for a specific program of their choice. Software has 
been tailor-made to suit the admission procedure. 
The admission process is simplified into easy steps, 
starting from meeting basic eligibility criteria and 
verifying the necessary documents to finalizing the 
payment and confirming the admission. Through the 
online admission system, students can also make all 
their payments online and check their admission 
status online. 

SCIE has also taken the initiative of planning 
promotional campaigns in Africa and Asia. This 
involves participation in educational exhibitions/fairs 
and visiting schools and educational counselors.

2. International Student Relations and Events

This department has the goal of ensuring student 
comfort while at Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University) and also communicating with foreign 
students in their home countries. Understanding the 
importance of ensuring a fulfilling experience, both 
academic and social, this department will focus totally 
on assisting foreign students to adapt to their new 
home. The students are encouraged to contact this 
department when faced with problems – academic, 
administrative, and even issues that are not directly 
related to the University, such as dealing with 
formalities at the Foreigners’ Registration Office (FRO).

We have “buddy” system, which refers to the practice 
of assigning a mentor to each international student. 
The “buddy” will be a domestic Indian student, who 
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is familiar with the city of Pune. The “buddy” will be 
encouraged to help the student overcome challenges 
big and small – that are related to the institute and 
the University, as well as everyday problems related to 
settling down in India.

The department will conduct periodic meetings with 
international students in their individual institutes. 
The informal meetings are aimed at providing an 
opportunity to the students to share their experiences, 
both good and bad, giving an opportunity to solve 
these by initiating changes either in policy or regular 
activities. 

SCIE organizes a variety of activities where 
international students of Pune city are able to meet on 
a common platform and display their many talents. As 
a part of enriching students’ international experience, 
SCIE organizes the International Food Festival, the 
Flag Hoisting Ceremony, NGO visits, Blood Donation 
Camps, Tree Plantation, Iftar Party, Christmas Party, 
Diwali Party, Dance Competitions and Sports activities 
like football tournaments and many more.

SCIE also organizes the International Students’ 
Convocation Ceremony. The convocation ceremony is 
an important landmark in a student’s life. It is normally 
organized by universities in India during the month 
of December. But since most foreign students have 
already left India by this time, they are deprived of 
this wonderful memory. SCIE aims to fulfil a students’ 
dream of walking down the aisle with a robe and cap 
by organizing the International Students Convocation 
Ceremony.

SCIE is assisted in such activities by the International 
Students’ Council. The International Students’ Council 
is an elected body for the smooth functioning of the 
activities and events of international students. This 
department conducts need based workshops for 
these council members to name a few team building, 
financial literacy, communication & soft skills, digital 
marketing, etc. which covers a diverse range of 
essential skills. 

Working in the council provides an opportunity to 
showcase their leadership skills and community 
involvement, get the opportunity to explore a range 
of interests and passions that they might not have 
discovered otherwise, improve the self-confidence. 
On top of all, the biggest advantages that they gain 
practical skills such as goal setting, teamwork, time 
management, problem solving, analytical thinking, and 
leadership that are applicable beyond their academic 
pursuits. It also helps students to develop their public 
speaking and communication skills. These are highly 
beneficial for personal and professional growth. 

3. International Initiatives and Collaborations 

At Symbiosis International (Deemed University), (SIU) 
our every endeavor is to look at ways to promote 
international understanding through quality education. 
The university believes that internationalisation 
imparts broadened knowledge and understanding of 
other nations, cultures, and global issues for students, 
strengthens research and knowledge production of 
faculty and staff, which assists in bringing innovative 
pedagogies and enhances the teaching learning 
process. To achieve these objectives, the university 
has international collaborations across the globe. 
Structured policies for encouraging student and faculty 
mobility help students to undertake these programs 
for increasing and ensuring sustainability.

Student Programmes:

Global Immersion Programme: 

Under this initiative, SIU students get an opportunity 
to experience semester abroad, semester exchange 
program, attend summer/winter schools, and 
undertake short-term internships. The university 
accepts the credits earned by students from partner 
universities towards their degree completion. Study 
tours, which give a glimpse about the academic and 
cultural offerings from a foreign country, are also 
encouraged to give students an international exposure.

SIU encourages the collaborating universities to send 
their students for a semester at any of its institutes 
and transfers the credits earned by these students. 
The students have the flexibility to choose courses 
across disciplines.

SCIE has initiated Dual Degree programs, Joint 
Degree programs, Pathway programs, and Progression 
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agreements at undergraduate, postgraduate and 
doctoral levels with highly ranked partner Universities 
across universities in Australia, the USA, the UK and 
several other countries.

	 a) �Dual Degree Programs are jointly designed and 
offered by SIU and Foreign Higher Educational 
Institutions in the same disciplines/subject areas 
and in the same level. The degrees shall be 
conferred by SIU and Foreign Higher Educational 
Institutions, separately and simultaneously, upon 
completion of degree requirements of both 
institutions. 

	 b) �Dual PhD Programs - PhD scholars will have 
one Supervisor at each INST and will spend at 
least one semester at each institute during the 
program. The student will submit only one thesis 
as per the framework designed by/ agreed upon 
by SIU and the partner HEI.

	 c) �Joint Degree -The curriculum to be designed 
jointly by SIU and Foreign Higher Educational 
Institutions and, upon completion of the 
program, the Degree will be awarded by SIU and 
the collaborating Foreign Higher Educational 
Institution with a single Certificate.

	 d) �Pathway arrangement – In this arrangement, 
the student would complete a major portion 
of their academic requirement of a lower 
degree program at SIU and then proceed to 
partner University to complete their program 
requirement and enter into a Higher Degree.

	 e) �Progressions - In this arrangement, the student 
would complete a degree at SIU and proceed to 
pursue a higher degree at partner HEI.

Study India Programme: 

SCIE offers short duration, customized programs 
imparting international students an unparalleled 
opportunity to experience a combination of 
academic content and cultural activities. Students 
get an understanding of the socio-economic, cultural, 
political, technological aspects of India along with 
experiential learning through visits to NGO’s, Cultural 
heritage sites, to name a few, in this program.

This program encourages faculty to share best 
academic practices, developing in house global 
competencies and international links. Faculty who 
visit SIU on short/long term engagement, conduct 
guest lecturers/ workshops / Symposia, teaching, 
reviewing and internationalizing the curriculum, 
conducting faculty development programs / seminar, 
conceptualizing, contributing and editing research 
journals, joint paper presentations in international 
conferences.

The main motive behind setting up of the Symbiosis 
Centre for India Australia Studies (SCIAS) is to act 
as an overarching umbrella for all activities involving 
students and faculty, deepening the existing 
collaborations and also seek opportunities for 
exploring new collaborations with Universities from 
Australia.

Foreigners’ Registration:

Every foreigner coming to India must have a valid 
Passport and Visa to enter and to continue his /her 
stay in India.

The foreigner should always carry identification 
documents, namely:

	 1. Passport with an endorsed visa

	 2. �Certificate of Residence issued by the concerned 
authority

	 3. Residential Permit issued by FRRO/FRO

The foreigner is under obligation to produce the 
above documents to any Police Officer on demand for 
inspection.

Foreigners entering India on a long term visa i.e. for 
a period more than 180 days, on a Student Visa, 
Employment Visa, Research Visa, Medical Visa and 
Missionary Visa are required to get themselves 
registered within 14 days of their arrival with the 
concerned FRRO/FRO. Students arriving on short 
term Provisional Student Visa (Valid for 180 days or 
less) must also register and confirm their admission 
within the stipulated visa period to avoid deportation. 
Upon confirmation of admissions, the students on 
short term Provisional Student Visa should approach 
the concerned FRRO/FRO for registration and 
extension.
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The above rules will not be applicable to Pakistani, 
Bangladeshi and Afghani nationals.

•	� Pakistani Nationals must report within 24 hours of 
their arrival

•	� Afghan Nationals must report within 7 days of their 
arrival

•	� Bangladesh Nationals on Student Visa must report 
within 7 days of their arrival, and within 24 hours 
of their arrival for other visas

Admission Process for International Students:

To assist students with their application to Symbiosis 
International (Deemed University), a detailed stepwise 
procedure is available on the official website at www.
scie.ac.in where students can avail the user-friendly 
online application.

The application will be considered and authenticated 
only after SCIE receives full payment towards 
application fee.

Foreign National students will pay the application fee 
along with the administrative fee after the receipt of 
pre-offer letter.

Fees remitted must be exclusive of bank charges.

Category:

•	� Foreign National (FN): 

	� A student is eligible to apply as a Foreign National 
(FN) if he/she is a citizen of any country other than 
India and holds a foreign passport.

•	� Overseas Citizenship of India (OCI): 

	� A student is eligible to apply as OCI if he/she is 
granted with Overseas Citizenship of India and has 
an OCI card.

•	� Person of Indian Origin (PIO): 

	� A student is eligible to apply as a Person of Indian 
Origin (PIO) if he/she has a PIO card, and is a 
citizen of a country other than India.

	� [As per the Government of India Notification 
dated 9th January 2015, the existing Persons of 
Indian Origin card holder registered as such shall 
be deemed to be Overseas Citizens of India card 
holders (OCI).]

	� English Proficiency Test is mandatory for the 
foreign nationals / OCI / PIO students. Student has 
an option to either appear for IELTS (conducted by 
British Council) or IELA (conducted by Symbiosis). 
The minimum score required for IELTS is 6 and for 
IELA band 4.

•	� Non-Resident Indian (NRI): 

	� A student is eligible to apply as a Non-Resident 
Indian (NRI) if he/she is an Indian National and 
has appeared for either 10th or 10+2 (equivalent 
to the Indian 10th or 12th) examination outside 
India. It is mandatory for one of the two qualifying 
examinations to be given outside India.

Recognition of Board and University:

Admissions are in conformity with the guidelines 
set by the Association of Indian Universities and 
the Statutory Bodies of India like the Indian Nursing 
Council, All India Council for Technical Education, 
Bar Council of India, etc. Only candidates who have 
the requisite qualification from foreign universities or 
Boards of Higher Education accredited and recognized 
by the Association of Indian Universities (AIU), Govt. 
of India, New Delhi are eligible to apply at Symbiosis 
institutes for admission. If required, candidates will be 
asked to obtain the ‘eligibility certificate/equivalency 
certificate’ from the Equivalence branch, Association 
of Indian Universities (AIU), New Delhi on the given 
below address:

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Eligibility:

Prospective students must have completed 10+2 
or equivalent examination from recognized Board/ 
University.

Students who have appeared for their 10+2 or 
equivalent examination and awaiting their final results 
are also eligible to apply subject to their passing before 
commencement of the program.

The following is a list of 10+2 level qualifications 
and their nomenclatures recognized in Symbiosis 
International (Deemed University).

International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme 

(IBDP): In order to receive the IB diploma, students 
must complete examinations in six subject areas (3 at 
HL and 3 at SL) and successfully complete the core 
requirements including an Extended Essay (EE) of 
minimum 4000 words, Creativity Action Service (CAS) 
and Theory of Knowledge (TOK). Successful IB diploma 
candidates receive an IB Diploma and the transcript 
with Diploma Results stating “Diploma Awarded” 
listing the total IB diploma points score, the subject 
grades, the completion of all CAS requirements and 
individual grades for the combination of TOK and the 
EE.

International Baccalaureate Course (Certificate): 
AIU shall accord equivalence to IB Diploma Course 
(i.e. IB Certificate) provided that a student has secured 
a minimum of 24 credits and has passed a minimum 
of three subjects at Higher Level (HL) and three at 
Standard Level (SL).

GCE/IGCSE/GCSE: examinations of the approved 
British Examination Bodies, with Minimum 5/4 subjects 
in A, B, C Grades including English at ORDINARY(‘O’) 
Level and 2/3 subjects at ADVANCED (‘A’) LEVEL has 
been equated with +2 stage qualification. Candidates 
intending to join Professional courses are required 
to have passed the subjects of Physics, Chemistry, 
Biology/ Mathematics in ADVANCED LEVEL & 
English at AS LEVEL.

Candidate having passed Ontario Secondary School 
Diploma of the Ministry of Education, Ontario 
should have acquired minimum 6 ‘U/M’(University 
Preparatory Courses).

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EXAMINATIONS:

Programme: The programmes conducted by the 
University follow semester/ annual pattern. A 
programme means a set of pre-defined courses 
selected from the Course Catalogue and approved 
by the Academic Council of the University. Successful 
completion of the courses will lead to the award 
of a Degree or Diploma e.g. Master of Business 
Administration.

Programme Outcome: Programme outcome 
represents broad statements that incorporate many 
areas of inter-related knowledge and skills developed 
over the duration of the programme through a wide 
range of courses and experiences.

Course Catalogue: A set of approved courses that 
includes the course objectives, syllabi, pedagogy and 
assessment approaches.

Course: A course means an individual subject that 
would be included from the course catalogue to 
become a part of the pre-defined courses of a 
programme e.g. Marketing Management.

Audit Course: Audit courses are the courses which are 
offered as additional/ optional learning opportunities 
over and above the programme requirements. They 
shall not exceed 10% of the semester credits in 
which it is offered and will be reflected as ‘Pass’ grade 
courses (only if, completed successfully) and would 
not contribute to the GPA/ CGPA.

Course Outcome: Course outcomes are statements 
clearly describing the meaningful, observable and 
measurable knowledge, skills and/ or dispositions that 
students will learn in the course.

Term: A term in semester pattern means one semester 
and in annual pattern means one year.

Semester: A semester consists of a minimum of 90 
days of teaching-learning and requires about five 
months to complete. Any programme of 2 years 
duration will have 4 semesters, any programme of 3 
years duration will have 6 semesters, any programme 
of 4 years duration will have 8 semesters and the 
programme of 5 years duration will have 10 semesters.

Credit: A credit is defined as follows:

a) �1 Credit = 12 hours of face to face contact sessions 
including continuous assessment as per SIU norms: 
not exceeding 2 hours* + 3 hours for continuous 
assessment linked to experiential learning.

b) �1 Credit = 30 hours of Laboratory or Studio or 
practical hours

c) �1 Credit = 60 hours of Internship/ Project/ 
Dissertation

d) �For courses which employ combination of practical 
and theory, the practical hour be converted to 
contact hours in the ratio of 1:2 meaning 1 face to 
face contact hour = 2 hours of practical (Lab and/ 
or Studio hours)

Assessment: The assessment includes continuous 
and term-end assessment. Continuous assessment in 
general, is formative while the term-end assessment is 
summative in nature.

Term-End Assessment: At the end of every term 
the University shall conduct ‘Term-end’ examination, 
under its supervision and jurisdiction.

Continuous Assessment: The University has adopted 
the policy of continuous assessment, which shall 
be carried out by the respective constituents in 
accordance with the rules and regulations of the 
University. Continuous assessment aims at multilevel 
assessment and may include components like class 
room/ online test, surprise tests, open book test, 
research essay, assignments, quizzes, case studies, 
practical, presentations, viva and others as approved 
by the Board of Studies of the respective Faculty. 
All the components of assessment should be spread 
across the term. Award of marks for attendance should 
be strictly avoided.

Examination: The examination is the entire process 
of assessment carried out at the Constituent and 
University level which includes both continuous and 
term-end assessment.
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Examination Season: Each academic year is divided 
into two examination seasons. Generally, one will be 
called as ODD season and the other will be EVEN 
season. All examinations held between September to 
December will be counted as held in ODD season. 
All examinations held between January to June will 
be counted as held in EVEN season. Unless change 
occurs due to unforeseen circumstances.

Term Not Granted (TNG): Minimum 75% attendance 
in aggregate is mandatory for all the students to be 
eligible to appear for the term end examination of all 
courses of the term. If the aggregate attendance and 
attendance in each and every course is below 75% 
then the student will not be granted the permission to 
appear for the term-end examination.

Course Not Granted (CNG): If a student falls in TNG 
category (i.e. aggregate attendance is less than 75%), 
then the CNG rule is applied, by checking course wise 
attendance. In the course/s where the student has 
more than 75% attendance, he/ she may be allowed to 
appear for the examination and the remaining courses 
are termed as ‘Course Not granted’.

Allowed To Keep Terms (ATKT)

ATKT Rules for 3 Year to 5 Year Programmes

A student will attend classes of all the years with his/ 
her batch. The following rule will be applicable as per 
the total number of semesters in a programme: 
He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester-5 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 
Semester-2.

He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester-6 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 
Semester-3.

He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester-7 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 
Semester-4.

He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester-8 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 

Semester-5.

He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester-9 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 
Semester-6.

He/ she cannot appear for Term End Examination of 
Semester - 10 if he/ she has CGPA less than 4.00 up to 
Semester-7.

Validity of Terms for Under Graduate Degree 

Programmes

Students admitted to the under graduate degree 
programmes of the University are allowed to keep term 
for a period of two years from the date of admission 
beyond the normal period of the programme, i.e. a 
student joining three years programme must complete 
the programme in five years from the date of admission. 

Expiry of Validity

Students who are not able to complete their programme 
within the stipulated period will have to take fresh 
admission to the programme as per the prevalent rules 
and his/ her performance at the examinations and the 
terms kept earlier will be treated as null and void.

Global Immersion Programme (GIP):

GIP is a special feature of SIU wherein student gets 
an opportunity to study abroad for a semester at 
the University of their choice. Students go to the 
partner Universities and study some courses. Courses 
offered by foreign partner Universities are studied 
carefully and adapted into SIU curriculum in such a 
way that a student can choose the courses of his/ her 
choice which are equivalent to the regular courses at 
SIU. To be eligible for GIP the student should have 
obtained more than 7 CGPA/ GPA out of 10 in the 
previous semester or as an average across all previous 
semesters, with good conduct. The student should 
not have any backlog or Terms Not Granted (TNG) in 
any semester (they must have 75% attendance in each 
semester).

Re-evaluation: It is a mechanism which facilitates the 
students to get the answer scripts reassessed by a 
different examiner.

Credit Point System for Under Graduate 

Programmes

• �UG Programmes will be conducted on semester / 
annual pattern over a period of three/ four/ five 
years consisting of six/ eight/ ten semesters.
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• �Credits for UG Programme shall not exceed a total 
of 50 per year.

• �Each credit is assessed for 25 marks at the UG 
level, unless otherwise explicitly mentioned by the 
respective statutory councils.

Choice Based Credit System (CBCS):

• �Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) System for 
Academic Programmes.

• �All programmes of University shall follow the total 
credits as recommended by Board of Studies and 
approved by the Academic Council and will adhere 
to the distribution of continuous evaluation and 
term end examination prescribed in the approved 
programme structure.

• �Over and above, Integrated Disaster Management, 
Core Environmental Studies and Fitness for Life 
courses are mandatory for award of Degree.

• �There is no provision to appear in exam to improve 
marks or grades

Relative Grading: The grading of students will be done 
based on the relative performance of the students 
compared to the class. The students will be awarded 
letter grades.

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Examination Schedule and Registration

The University shall declare term end examination 
schedule one month prior to commencement of 
examination. Maximum fifteen days will be allotted to 
students without late fees to fill online examination 
forms for regular and backlog attempts. Additional one 
week (maximum) will be given to fill forms with late fee 
after the declared last date of late fees; a super late 
fees per day will be applicable.

Award of Degree: A student will be awarded the 
degree only if he/ she has a CGPA of minimum 4.00 
on the completion of programme. The student has to 
clear courses which are mandatory for award of degree 
such as Integrated Disaster Management Programme, 
Core Environmental Studies, Fitness for Life etc.

Four-Year Undergraduate Programmes (FYUGP)

•	� The Validity of Four Year UG programmes (FYUGP) 
as per the NEP will be seven years, exiting student 
can re-join the programme within three years.

•	� The exiting students will intimate about their exit 
before registering for the EVEN semester University 
examinations. 

•	� The student who does not have a backlog and 
fulfils the condition for the award of Certificate/ 
Diploma/Degree, can exit only after the EVEN 
semesters.

•	� Additional attempt in the consecutive exam 
season shall be given to the students exiting with 
the Certificate / Diploma for the award of the 
Certificate / Diploma. (Original attempts, Summer 
Exam season and immediate odd exam season)

•	� Additional SUMMER examination will be taken only 
for the exiting students. The exiting students will 
be permitted to give the backlog exams for both 
ODD and EVEN semesters in the SUMMER exam. 
The fees for the SUMMER exam will be charged as 
per the regular backlog exam fees. (The SUMMER 
Exam is the additional exam which will be scheduled 
immediately after the EVEN exam season only for 
exiting students)

•	� Re-entry in the FYUGP will be permitted at the 
beginning of the academic year as per the Lateral 
Entry Policy of the University.

•	� Certificate and Diploma certificate will be given 
to the successful students immediately after the 
declaration of the results and only the degrees will 
be awarded in the convocation ceremony.

•	� The Continuous Assessment (Internal): Term 
End (External) assessments for Four Year UG 
programmes will be 60:40.

•	� The marks obtained by the student shall be 
mentioned on the mark sheet.

•	� The Audit Courses shall be made available to UG 
Programmes, but can be taken only up to the fifth 
semester for the students exiting with the degree 
and up to the seventh semester for the students 
completing the degree with honours/honours with 
research.

•	� The assessments of Vocational Courses, 
Multidisciplinary courses (MDCs), and Common 
Value-Added Courses (CVACs) will be 100% 
internally evaluated.

•	� It is recommended that the GIP should be opted 
preferably in Semester-4 in the Four Year UG 
programmes.

Marking System / Grading System & Award of Class 

for Symbiosis College of Nursing (SCON):

As per the requirement of Nursing Council, the 
following rules shall apply –

• �A student must have minimum of 80% attendance 
(irrespective of the kind of absence) in theory and 
practical in each course for appearing University 
examination.

• �A student must have 100% attendance in each of 
the practical areas before award of degree.

• �Minimum pass marks shall be 50% in each of the 
theory and practical examination separately.

• �Minimum pass mark shall be 40% for English only for 
B.Sc. (Nursing).

• �A candidate has to secure minimum of 33% in 
qualifying subject (English) for passing in P.B. B.Sc. 
(Nursing). Time duration for the external examination 
shall be as per INC Guidelines.
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• �A candidate can take maximum three attempts per 
course inclusive of first attempt with a condition 
that he/ she completes the course successfully 
within the maximum period allowed.

• �The maximum period to complete the programme 
successfully should not exceed 8 years for 4 years 
programme and 4 years for 2 years programme.

• �If a student fails in either theory or practical paper 
he/ she has to re-appear for both the papers (Theory 
and practical).

• �The candidate, in spite of failing in more than two 
courses he/ she can be promoted to next year 
except for the final year. To get promoted into the 
final year the student has to pass in all courses of 
previous years.

• Internal and External assessment ratio is 25:75.

• �The student has to pass in all mandatory modules 
placed within courses and the pass mark for each 
module is 50% (C Grade). The allotted percentage of 
marks will be included in the internal assessment of 
College/University Examination.

• �If the student has failed in only one subject and 
has passed in all the other subjects of a particular 
semester and Grace marks of up to 5 marks to 
theory marks can be added for one course/subject 
only, provided that by such an addition the student 
passes the semester examination.

• �The candidate shall appear for exams in each 
semester.

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Department of Student Welfare (DSW) was established 
on 11th March 2010. Department of Student Welfare 
acts as a bridge between the University and the 
students. With an intention to create a home away 
from home, the DSW works with a holistic approach 
towards students’ concerns. The Department of 
Student Welfare provides services and support to 
students. It extends all possible help to students in 
order to create a conducive environment, imbibing 
values, ethics and morals. The rules are framed in 
consonance with the University Grants Commission 
(Redressal of Grievances of Students) Regulations, 
2023.

The Department of Student Welfare facilitates the 
orientation program during the induction of the new 
batches of students. It is responsible for displaying 
information for scholarships. It leads in organizing the 
cultural fest for freshers at the Lavale campus and the 
organization of cultural events at other constituents. 
It facilitates study tours/ excursions arranged by 
constituents. The department is responsible for 
dealing with disciplinary matters related to students of 
all constituents of SIU. The Head of the Department 
of Student welfare shall disseminate awareness about 
the Code of Conduct applicable to the students of the 
university.

The Code of Conduct helps the University to maintain 
an appropriate sense of order that allows the pursuit 
of the University’s objectives in a safe and free 
environment. It adheres to the rules and regulations 
laid down by the University to mark the boundaries of 
this needed order.

2.1	 Code of Conduct

1.1	 Preamble

Every University strives to deliver its academic 
programmes in an environment that is conducive to  

learning, critical inquiry, development of scientific 
temper, sensitivity towards community and respect 
for diversity. These have been enshrined within the 
mission statements of the Symbiosis International 
(Deemed University) [SIU]. Students being raison 
d’etre for any Institution, a lot of effort goes into 
ensuring an enriching student experience. Discipline 
is an important ingredient to not only foster effective 
teaching-learning process, but also to ensure the 
safety and security of all the stakeholders including 
students.

Any disturbance on account of student indiscipline 
impacts the harmony on the premises of the institute 
which is why institutes formulate Code of Conduct 
and lay down just and fair policies to inquire and 
decide with violation of Code of Conduct by students 
on its premises. It is binding upon any student, who 
seeks admission, to comply with the requirements of 
the Code of Conduct.

The Code of Conduct under these rules has been 
framed to foster and protect the core missions of the 
University, the scholarly and civic development of the 
students in a safe and secure learning environment, 
and to protect people, properties and processes 
that support the University and its missions. The 
establishment and maintenance of a community where 
there is freedom to teach and to learn is dependent on 
maintaining an appropriate sense of order that allows 
for the pursuit of objectives of the University in an 
environment that is both safe and free of invidious 
disruption.

Towards this end, the purpose of the Code of Conduct 
is to define limits of acceptable student conduct 
and defining violations thereof, as misconducts. 
Further, it lays down the disciplinary proceedings at 
the University within the applicable laws of the land 
ensuring that the actions taken are in pursuance of 
the same. However, the Code reserves the right of 
the University to take necessary disciplinary actions 
against the alleged delinquent in the event of him/ 
her having been found guilty or convicted by the 
appropriate authority under the law to which s/he is 
subjected.

Hence, rules are necessary to mark the boundaries of 
this needed order in the form of this Code of Conduct.

DEPARTMENT OF STUDENT WELFARE
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1.2 Applicability

The Code of Conduct is applicable to all students, 
admitted to the programmes at all Constituents of 
the University at its main campus/ off-campus/ off-
shore campus, pursuing degree/ diploma/ certificate 
programmes through full-time/part-time/ distance

/open and online learning mode(s) and includes all on-
campus and outside campus activities. The outside 
campus activities shall include internship(s), training(s), 
outbound activities, study visits, excursions, field visits, 
international exchange programs, representation or 
participation in sports and other co-curricular and 
extra- curricular activities or festivities or any other, as 
prescribed by the University from time to time.

1.3 Jurisdiction

For students who feel aggrieved with the action taken 
by the competent authorities of the University for any 
breach of the Code of Conduct and who wish to avail 
legal recourse, the Judicial Jurisdiction shall be Pune.

1.4 Responsibilities of Students

Students are members of the University community 
and citizens of the state. As citizens, students are 
responsible to the community of which they are a part, 
and also, they are responsible towards the academic 
community of the University.

2.2 Disciplinary Misconduct (DMC)
The students are expected to maintain absolute 
integrity at all times, observing courtesy and 
consideration towards one another and acting in the 
best interest of the university. However, in the event of 
any misconduct being reported by any person against 
any student of the university, measures may be taken 
by the competent authority depending upon whether 
the misconduct is of major or minor nature.

Students found to have committed or to have 
attempted to commit the following misconduct are 
subject to appropriate disciplinary action under this 
Code of Conduct. The instances of misconduct are not 
to be interpreted as all-inclusive of situations in which 
disciplinary action will be invoked. These instances are 
illustrative, and the University reserves the right to 
initiate disciplinary action in appropriate circumstances 
not set out in this article.

DMC 1: Academic Misconducts: Academic Misconducts 
means misconducts which include (a) unfair means 
used in examinations/ evaluations and or (b) plagiarism 
as defined in respective Rules/ Regulations.

DMC 1 (a): Unfair means: ‘Unfair means denote any 
unethical means and malpractices adopted by students 
during examination or in submission of any assignments 
leading to internal and/or external evaluation; OR 
unfair means adopted by students under semester 
exchange programme, twinning programme, credit 
transfer arrangement like fabricating/ forging/ altering 
of Grade sheets/ marksheets given by other Indian / 
foreign university/ institution under multiple entry/ 
exit options or any exchange related programme, 
twinning programme, credit transfer arrangement, etc. 
and noticed by the University

DMC 1 (b): Plagiarism: ‘Plagiarism’ means the practice 
of taking someone else’s work or idea and passing 
them as one’s own.

DMC 2: Disruptive Conduct:

Disruptive Conduct means a conduct that intentionally 
or substantially obstructs or disrupts teaching or 
freedom of movement or other lawful activities 
including workshops/ seminars/ conventions/ 
moot courts/ student gatherings/ functions etc. 
on University premises or in connection with any 
University-sponsored event or activity,

Protesting against decisions, in the manner not 
prescribed/ expected and or instigating students to 
protest against the decisions of the University officials/ 
staff, in the manner not prescribed/ expected.

Rude/ unruly behavior and or use of foul language 
towards staff/ faculty/ campus administration staff, 
fellow students.

Rash driving, over speeding, breaching traffic rules, 
wrong parking, honking of horns on campus

DMC 3: Discrimination: 

3.1 ‘Discrimination’ means engaging in verbal or 
physical behavior directed at an individual or group 
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based on origin, race, creed, gender, religious beliefs, 
or sexual orientation that, according to a person 
of reasonable sensibilities, is likely to create an 
intimidating or demeaning environment that impedes 
the access of other students, faculty and staff to the 
educational benefits available to them. 

3.2 It also includes wearing articles of clothing with 
derogatory, racist, discriminatory, patently offensive, 
profane, sexually explicit, or graphic messages either 
in words or pictures, which demonstrate bias or 
discrimination against any individual or group within 
the University.

DMC 4: Falsification:

‘Falsification’ means willfully providing false, misleading, 
or incomplete information, whether oral or in writing 
or in the form of document(s) with the intention of 
concealing the material facts; to Institutes/ Sections/ 
Departments/ University offices or officials;

DMC 1 (b) Forging or altering official University records 
or documents or conspiring with or inducing others to 
forge or alter University records or documents.

Fabrication/ forging of degree certificates of the 
University (SIU/ other Indian/ Foreign) 

DMC 5: Refusal to Identify or Impersonation: 

Refusal to show/ provide Identity Card to University 
staff when demanded or falsely identify oneself when 
requested by an authorized University Official or 
impersonating.

DMC 6: Illegal or Unauthorized Possession or Use of 

Weapons: 

6.1 Illegal or unauthorized possession or use of 
weapons means possessing or using weapons or 
articles or substances usable as weapons, including, but 
not limited to, firearms, incendiary devices, explosives, 
and dangerous biological or chemical agents.

6.2 Not informing the concerned authorities in-spite 
of knowing presence of weapons, including, but not 
limited to, firearms, incendiary devices, explosives, and 
dangerous biological or chemical agents

DMC 7: Illegal or Unauthorized Possession, 

Distribution or Use of Drugs or electronic cigarettes: 

Symbiosis strongly advocates Drug Free Campuses 
and has zero tolerance towards any such practice. It 
is the strict policy of Symbiosis that no student shall 
possess on their person, personal belongings (such as 
bags, room, vehicle, wardrobe, desks, beds etc.) or use, 
distribute or sell, illegal drugs, or controlled substance, 
or e- cigarettes on its premises. Possession of 
paraphernalia associated with the illegal distribution, 
sale, use, possession, or manufacture of a controlled 
substance or electronic cigarettes is also strictly 
prohibited. It is incumbent on the student to prove 
that the banned substance is not theirs if found on 
their person/ personal belongings.

Students having knowledge of this misconduct shall 
report the same to Director/ Administrative Officer 
of the concerned Institute immediately. If students 
fail to report despite knowledge they shall be liable 
for breaching this rule and shall be subjected to 
disciplinary action under the Code of Conduct.

DMC 8 (a): Possession, consumption, distribution, 

and or sale of tobacco:

Possession, consumption, distribution, sale of 
cigarettes and or tobacco, is strictly prohibited on the 
premises of the University and its Constituents. Any 
such behaviour shall amount to violation of the Code 
of Conduct.

DMC 8 (b): Possession, consumption, distribution, 

sale of Alcohol/ Alcoholic Beverages: 

It is a strict policy of Symbiosis that students shall 
not possess, consume, distribute or sell alcohol or 
alcoholic beverages on premises of the University and 
its constituents. Any such behaviour shall amount to 
violation of the Code of Conduct.

Students having knowledge of occurrence of this 
misconduct shall report the same to Director/ 
Administrative Officer of the concerned Institute 
immediately. If students fail to report despite 
knowledge, they shall be liable for breaching this rule 
and shall be subjected to disciplinary action under the 
Code of Conduct.

DMC 9: Unauthorized Access and Use of Property & 

Facilities:

Unauthorized access means accessing without 
authorization University property, facilities, services, 
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or information systems, or obtaining or providing 
to another person the means of such unauthorized 
access, including, but not limited to, using or providing 
without authorization keys, access cards, or access 
codes.

DMC 10: Act of Violence, Threatening, Harassing, or 

Assaultive Conduct: 

Act of Violence, Threatening, abusing, harassing, or 
assaultive conduct means engaging in conduct that 
has caused injury to/ death of other person/ students 
of the campus, a conduct that endangers or threatens 
to endanger the health, safety, or welfare of another 
person, including, but not limited to, threatening, 
harassing, fighting or assaultive behaviour, disturbing 
academic and administrative environment on the 
campus. Being a part of the actual act or accompanying 
the main defaulter in the act.

DMC 11: Theft, Property Damage, and Vandalism:

11.1	�Theft, property damage, and vandalism include 
theft or embezzlement of, damage to, destruction 
of, unauthorized possession of, or wrongful 
sale or gift of property belonging to University/ 
residents/ students/ or any other person on the 
campus.

11.2	� Misuse of/ damage to property/ facilities like 
hostel, gym, gym equipment, swimming pool, 
playground, mess and cafe facilities and not 
abiding by the basic guidelines of using the 
facilities.

DMC 12: Recording of Images without Knowledge/ 

Altering of a Photograph of a Student(s)/ Person(s): 

Using electronic or other means to make a video or 
photographic record of any person in a location where 
there is a reasonable expectation of privacy without 
the person’s prior knowledge, or altering/ enhancing/ 
distorting/ photograph of a student/ person, which 
photograph may/ may not have been taken with 
consent, when such a recording/ altering/ enhancing/ 
distorting is likely to cause injury, distress, or damage to 
reputation of such student/ person. This includes, but 
is not limited to, taking video or photographic images 
in shower/ locker rooms, residence hall rooms, and 
restrooms. The storing, sharing, and/ or distributing 
of such unauthorized records by any means is also 
prohibited.

DMC 13: Causing Disrepute to other students/ 

faculty: 

Engaging or inciting other students to engage by any 
means whatsoever and performing or attempting 
to perform an act, which bring disrepute to other 
students/ faculty of the University. Students shall also 
not engage in filing a complaint on behalf of another 
student without the consent of such a student.

DMC 14: Ragging: 

Any act which amounts to ragging in any form as 
defined under UGC Regulations, 2009 on ‘Curbing the 
Menace of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions’ 
and subsequent amendments thereto from time to 
time.

DMC 15: Sexual Harassment: 

15.1 �Any conduct or act which amounts to sexual 
harassment in any form as defined under 
University Grants Commission (Prevention, 
Prohibition and Redressal of Sexual Harassment 
of Women Employees and Students in Higher 
Educational Institutions) Regulations, 2015, the 
Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace 
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013 
and subsequent amendments from time to time.

15.2 �In case of misuse of the provision of the act; OR in 
case of a false or malicious complaint OR in case 
the complainant or respondent do not appear for 
the hearing despite at least three reminders; OR 
do not submit mandatory documents despite at 
least three reminders.

DMC 16: Unauthorised Agreements/ Contracts: 

Students are prohibited from entering into verbal or 
written agreements or contracts with third parties that 
purport to bind, obligate, or create liability of any kind 
for the University. The University will hold all such 
students individually liable for any financial or legal 
consequences or damages that may result from such 
unauthorized actions.
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DMC 17: Abuse of Electronic Communication: 

Using University or personal telecommunications, 
data communication networks for illegal or improper 
purposes or in violation of University regulations and 
policies, or related laws. Using social media platforms 
to malign the image, bring disrepute to the University, 
its officials, staff and other students, or make them 
subject of ridicule by the members of the community 
or society.

DMC 18: Media Contact:

Speaking on behalf of or for the University with any 
media organization or publication, or from inviting the 
same to any University-owned or operated property, 
facility, or event, without the express prior written 
permission of the University is treated as a serious 
misconduct.

DMC 19: Organization and Event Registration:

A Student or group of Students shall not form any 
organization, society or organize any event or collect 
any fund or subscription without the specific written 
permission of the University.

DMC 20: Presenting False Testimony: 

Knowingly making false statements regarding 
a disciplinary matter before, during or after the 
disciplinary adjudication process.

DMC 21: Denial/ Failure to comply with the 

directives of the University or any other authority: 

Denial/ Failure to comply with legitimate directives 
of authorized University officials, law enforcement 
agency in the performance of their duties or violation 
of the terms of a disciplinary code and rules of the 
University.

DMC 22: Misuse of Learning Resources: 

Misuse of Learning Resources including theft, tearing 
pages, damage to e-resources, not returning books in 
time, any purposeful activity with respect to learning 
resources which is harmful to other students, staff and 
faculty.

DMC 23: Causing Harm/ Disrepute while involved in 

External Activities (Sports/ Internship/ Excursions/ 

Study Tours/ Cultural Events): 

(a) �Any behavior causing damage/ harm/ disrepute 
to the University and its employees/ students and 
persons of the visiting place for external activity 
shall amount to violation of Code of Conduct

(b) �Students or persons from other Universities/ 
Institutions visiting our University/ Constituent for 
event and cause damage/ harm/ disrepute to the 
University and its employees/ students shall be 
liable for action under this Code.

DMC 24: Violation of Hostel Rules: Any misconduct 

in the Hostel shall amount to violation of Code of 

Conduct.

DMC 25: Violation of Examination Rules: 

Any conduct adversely affecting sanctity of the 
examination in any form as mentioned in the 
examination rule book as notified from time to 
time shall amount to violation of Code of Conduct. 
SIU has notified a separate Examination Rules, viz. 
Examination Rules Any conduct of student against the 
Examination rules not defined herein will also amount 
to misconduct under these rules.

DMC 26: Violation of University Rules: 

Violation of all other University policies, or rules, or 
violations of law, or UGC Regulations. These University 
policies or rules include, but are not limited to, those 
rules, that regulate dress code (any violation of dress 
code specified by the Constituent Institutes while 
students are in the academic area and or functions 
organized by the Constituent/ University), that 
regulate submission of assignments, which regulate 
examinations, that prohibit the misuse of library, 
misuse of computing resources, misuse of laboratory, 
that regulate acts which amount to sexual harassment, 
rules for student and hostel rules and regulations.

DMC 27: Public display of affection: 

Any conduct involving objectionable physical display 
of affection of any form, adversely affecting the 
sanctity of the University premises (academic blocks, 
hostel premises, mess, gym, or any other place inside 
the University campus) shall amount to violation of the 
Code of Conduct.
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DMC 28: Non-Cooperation in inquiry process: 

Exhibiting a conduct indicating non- compliance with 
the direction of any inquiry committee, this shall also 
include not extending the required/ obvious assistance 
and cooperation in conducting any inquiry/ appeal

Note: The quantum of punishment to be given to 
the student who has violated the Code of Conduct 
is as far as possible in proportion to the gravity of 
the misconduct. However, the respective Disciplinary 
Authority after taking considered view, can take 
appropriate decision as it deems fit. 

It may be noted that, this list though elaborate is 
not exhaustive. Any type of misconduct not covered 
herein, may still be construed as misconduct and may 
be inquired and decided with under the Code and 
any other penalty or punishment as deemed fit may 
be imposed by the competent authority on case to 
case basis. Further, punishment and penalty may be 
in combination and concurrent on case to case basis. 

2.3 Campus Student Grievance Redressal 

Committee: 

Every Institute/Department shall constitute a 
Grievance Redressal Committee to address grievances 
of students. The students should be informed about 
the existence of such a committee, the members and 
the procedure of submitting grievances. Constitution 
of Grievance Redressal Committee: The committee 
shall be constituted by the Vice Chancellor and shall 
have following members:

i) A Professor to be nominated 
by the Vice Chancellor

Chairperson

ii) Four Professors/ Senior 
Faculties from amongst 

Constituents on the campus, 
by rotation, to be nominated 

by the Vice Chancellor

Members

iii) A representative from among 
students of the Constituents 
in the campus, by rotation, 

to be nominated by the Vice 
Chancellor based on academic 

merit/ excellence in sports/ 
performance in co- curricular 

activities

Special Invitee

1.1	 Preamble

Symbiosis International (Deemed University) is 
committed to provide and maintain a conducive 
learning environment that is unprejudiced, productive 
and respectful to all. The University has laid down a 
policy and procedure to redress grievances of students 
in consonance with University Grants Commission 
(Redressal of Grievances of Students) Regulations, 
2023.

1.2 Short Title, Applicability and Commencement

i)	� Short Title: These Rules shall be called Symbiosis 
International (Deemed University) [Redressal of 
Grievances of Students] Rules, 2023.

ii)	� Applicability: These Rules shall apply to all students 
who are pursuing a programme of study either 
through regular mode or online mode, including 
short-term training programmes in University 
or seeking admission to be enrolled in any 
Constituent/ Continuing Education Departments 
of the University.

iii)	�Commencement: The Symbiosis International 
(Deemed University) [Redressal of Grievances 
of Students] Rules, 2023, shall come into force 
with effect from the date of their notification and 
shall supersede Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University) [Redressal of Grievances of Students] 
Rules, 2019/ Guidelines/ Policies issued in this 
regard.

1.3 Objectives

i)	� To provide opportunities to redressal of certain 
grievances of students, defined under these rules, 
who are enrolled in the University and also to 
those who are seeking admission in the University, 
through a transparent, just and fair mechanism.

ii)	� To facilitate speedy redressal of grievances of 
students;

1.4 Definitions

In these Rules, unless the context otherwise requires-

a)	� ‘Act’ means, the University Grants Commission Act, 
1956 (3 of 1956);

b)	� ‘Academic Year’ means the period from the 
commencement of the programme in any course 
of study in the Constituent up to the completion of 
the academic requirements for that particular year;
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c)	 ‘�Aggrieved student’ means a student, who is pursuing 
a programme of study either through regular mode 
or online mode, including short-term training 
programmes in University or seeking admission 
to be enrolled in any Constituent/ Continuing 
Education Departments of the University and 
who has any complaint in the matters relating to 
or connected with the grievances defined under 
these rules;

d)	� ‘Campus’ means and includes the Main Campus, 
Off-Campuses and Off-shore campus(es) of the 
University.

e)	� ‘Campus Student Grievance Redressal Committee 
(CSGRC)’ means a committee constituted under 
these rules, at the level of campus; 

f)	� ‘Constituent’ means Institute/ School/ College/ 
Centre/ Department operating under the 
administrative, academic and financial control of 
the University and declared as such under the 
Notification, issued from time to time and includes 
Institute/ School/ College/ Centre/ Department 
established and notified by University, thereafter, 
from time to time.

g)	� ‘Commission’ means the University Grants 
Commission;

Admission Brochure of the University.

	 i) �‘Grievance’ means, and includes, complaint(s) 
made by an aggrieved student in respect of the 
following, namely:

	 i. �admission contrary to merit determined in 
accordance with the declared admission policy of 
the University;

	 ii. �irregularity in the process under the declared 
admission policy of the University;

	 iii. �refusal to admit in accordance with the declared 
admission policy of the University;

	 iv. �non-publication of prospectus/ e-prospectus by 
the University, in accordance with the provisions 
of these rules;

	 v. �publication by the University of any information 
in the prospectus/ e-prospectus, which is false or 
misleading, and not based on facts;

	 vi. �withholding of, or refusal to return, any document 
in the form of certificates of degree, diploma or 
any other award or other document deposited by 
a student for the purpose of seeking admission 
in the University, with a view to induce or compel 
such students to pay any fee or fees in respect 
of any course or programme of study which such 
students do not intend to pursue;

	 vii. �demand of money in excess of that specified to 
be charged in the declared admission policy of 
the University;

	 viii. �violation, by the University of any law 
applicable for the time being in force in regard 
to reservation of seats in admission to different 
category of students;

	 ix. �non-payment or delay in payment of scholarships 
or financial aid admissible and payable to any 
student under the declared admission policy of 
the University and so agreed by the University, 
or under the conditions, if any, prescribed by the 
Commission;

	 x. �delay by the University in the conduct of 
examinations, or declaration of results, beyond 
the schedule specified in the academic calendar 
of the University;

	 xi. �failure by the University to provide student 
amenities as set out in the prospectus/ e- 
prospectus, or is required to be extended by the 
University under any provisions of applicable 
law/rules for the time being in force;

	 xii.�non-transparent or unfair practices adopted by 
the University for the evaluation of students;

	 xiii. �delay in, or denial of the refund of fees due to 
a student who withdraws admission within the 
time mentioned in the prospectus/ refund rules 
of the University, or as may be, notified by the 
Commission;
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	 xiv. �complaints of alleged discrimination of students 
from the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled 
Tribes, women, minorities or persons with 
disabilities categories;

	 xv. �denial of quality education as promised at the 
time of admission or required to be provided;

	 xvi. �harassment or victimization of a student, other 
than cases of harassment, which are to be 
proceeded against under the penal provisions 
of any law for the time being in force;

	 xvii. �any action initiated/ taken contrary to the 
statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations, or 
guidelines of the University; and

	 xviii. �any action initiated/ taken contrary to the 
regulations and/ or guidelines made/ issued 
by the Commission and/ or the regulatory 
body concerned.

j)	� ‘Institution Deemed to be University’ means 
Symbiosis International (Deemed University) so 
declared, on the advice of the Commission, by the 
Central Government under Section 3 of the UGC 
Act 1956;

k)	� ‘Main Campus’ means Campus of the University at 
its headquarters, wherein its major facilities, faculty, 
staff, students and its’ academic departments, 
i.e., Pune, Maharashtra, India and includes all 
the campuses situated in the same territorial 
jurisdiction;

l)	� ‘Nodal Officer’ means the officer appointed/ 
nominated by the University to scrutinize the 
grievances received from aggrieved students and 
forward the same to Campus Student Grievance 
Redressal Committee/ University; Provided that 
the Head-Student Welfare/ Deputy Registrar, as 
the case maybe, shall be the Ex-Officio.

m)	�‘Off-Campus Centre’ means a Centre of the 
University, approved/ permitted by the Government 
and situated beyond its main Campus within India;

n)	� ‘Off-shore Campus’ means a Centre of the University 
approved by the Government and situated beyond 
its campus, outside India;

o)	� ‘Ombudsperson’ means the Ombudsperson 
appointed by the University;

p)	� ‘Prospectus’ means and includes any publication, 
in electronic form, issued for providing fair and 
transparent information, relating to the University, 
to the general public (including to those seeking 
admission in the University) by the University or 
any authority or person authorized by University to 
do so;

q)	� ‘Rules’ means Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University) [Redressal of Grievances of Students] 
Rules, 2023 and other Rules of the University;

r)	� ‘Student’ means a person duly admitted and on 
roll pursuing a programme of study either through 
regular mode or online mode, including short-
term training programmes in University or seeking 
admission to be enrolled in any Constituent / 
Department/ Centre for studies of the University;

s)	� ‘University Student Grievance Redressal Committee 
(USGRC)’ means a committee constituted at 
the level of University to hear appeals from an 
aggrieved student against the decisions of the 
Campus Student Grievance Redressal Committee 
(CSGRC);

	� Words and expressions not defined in these rules 
shall have the same meaning as appearing in the 
Regulations or in any other manual/ handbook/ 
guideline notified by the University Grants 
Commission/ University.

Appeals

The University has created an additional mechanism 
to facilitate grievance redressal in case a student is 
aggrieved by the decision of the Campus Student 
Grievance Redressal Committee.

The Procedure for Appeal:

Any student aggrieved by the decision of the Campus 
Student Grievance Redressal Committee (CSGRC), 
they may prefer an appeal to the University Student 
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Grievance Redressal Committee (USGRC) within a 
period of 10 working days from the date of receipt of 
such a decision.

The procedure regarding the conduct of the meetings 
of the University Student Grievance Redressal 
Committee (USGRC) will be similar to the Campus 
Student Grievance Redressal Committee (CSGRC).

Any student aggrieved by the decision of the University 
Student Grievance Redressal Committee (USGRC), 
they may prefer an appeal to the Ombudsperson by 
writing to the Head- Student Welfare, within a period 
of 15 working days from the date of receipt of such 
decision(s) of the USGRC.

Ombudsperson

Appointment, Tenure, Removal and Conditions of 

Services of Ombudsperson:

The University shall appoint an Ombudsperson for 
redressal of grievances in the form of appeals preferred 
by the aggrieved students which are not redressed at 
the level of University Student Grievance Redressal 
Committee (USGRC);

The Ombudsperson shall be a retired Vice-Chancellor 
or a retired Professor (who has worked as Dean/ 
HOD) and has 10 years’ experience as a Professor at 
State/ Central Universities/ Institutions of National 
Importance/ Deemed to be Universities or a former 
District Judge.

The Ombudsperson shall not, at the time of 
appointment, during one year before appointment, 
or in the course of his/her tenure as Ombudsperson, 
be in conflict of interest with the University where 
his/her personal relationship, professional affiliations 
or financial interest may compromise or reasonably 
appear to compromise, the independence of judgment 
towards the University.

The Ombudsperson shall be appointed for a period 
of three years or until he/she attains the age of 70 
years, whichever is earlier, from the date of assuming 
office, and shall be eligible for reappointment for 
another one term. For conducting the hearings, the 
Ombudsperson shall be paid a sitting fee, per diem, in 
accordance with the norms fixed by the university and 
shall, in addition, be eligible for reimbursement of the 
expenditure incurred on conveyance.

The University may remove the Ombudsperson 
from office, on charges of proven misconduct or 
misbehavior.

No order of removal of Ombudsperson shall be made 
except after an inquiry made in this regard by a person, 
not below the rank of a retired judge of the High Court 
in which a reasonable opportunity of being heard is 
given to the Ombudsperson.

Nothing mentioned herein above in these Rules shall 
affect the continuance in office, during the currency of 
the term, of an incumbent Ombudsperson appointed 
under the provisions of the UGC (Grievance Redressal) 
Regulations, 2019; where after, the appointment of 
Ombudsperson shall be made as per University Grants 
Commission (Redressal of Grievances of Students) 
Regulations, 2023 University Rules.

Functions of the Ombudsperson:

The Ombudsperson shall hear appeals from the 
aggrieved student, only after the student has availed 
all other remedies provided under these Rules.

While issues of malpractices in the conduct of 
examination or in the process of evaluation may 
be referred to the Ombudsperson, no appeal or 
application for revaluation or re-totaling of answer 
sheets from an examination shall be entertained 
by the Ombudsperson unless specific irregularity 
materially affecting the outcome of specific instance 
of discrimination is indicated.

The Ombudsperson may avail assistance of any 
person, as amicus curiae, for hearing complaints of 
alleged discrimination;

The Ombudsperson shall make all efforts to resolve the 
grievances within a period of 30 (thirty) working days 
of receiving the appeal from the aggrieved student(s).
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Anti-ragging Mechanism:

To maintain the physical and psychological health 
of its students, Symbiosis International (Deemed 
University) has set an anti-ragging mechanism as 
per UGC guidelines. It includes dealing with rowdy, 
undisciplined acts that cause or are likely to cause 
annoyance, hardship, psychological harm, and fear or 
apprehension in any fresher or any other student (s).

University Monitoring Cell, Campus wise Anti Ragging 
Committee, Campus wise Anti-Ragging Squad, 
Mentoring Cells are constituted by all the constituent 
Institutes of the University at the end of each academic 
year.

The Anti-Ragging Committee may punish a student 
found guilty of ragging one or more of The following 
punishments:

•	� Suspension from attending classes and academic 
privileges

•	� Withholding/withdrawing scholarship	 / fellowship 
and other benefits

•	� Debarring from appearing in any test/ examination 
or other evaluation process

•	� Withholding results

•	� Debarring from representing the institution in any 
regional, national or international meet, tournament, 
youth festival, etc.

•	 Suspension/expulsion from the hostel

•	 Cancellation of admission

•	� Rustication from the institution for period ranging 
from one to four semesters

•	� Expulsion from the institution and consequent 
debarring from admission

•	� to any other institution for a specified period 
Provided that where the persons committing or 
abetting the act of ragging are not identified, the 
institution shall resort to collective punishment

Health, Recreation and Wellness

Symbiosis Centre for Health Care 

The Symbiosis Centre of Health Care (SCHC) was 
established on 14th June 1997 as an ‘In-house Health 
Care Unit’ of Symbiosis. Under the Health Promoting 
University (HPU) initiative of Symbiosis International 
(Deemed University), SCHC undertakes a host of 
preventive, promotive & curative healthcare services 
for the students and staff of the Symbiosis family.

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Preventive healthcare facilities:

As 
embedded in our University’s vision, we should promote international understanding through quality education. 
SCMS NOIDA has partnered with International Universities to promote various forms of academic collaborations. 
Some of the universities where the students of the institute have gone for summer schools or semester abroad 
programs are DHBW, Germany, Berlin School of Economics and Law, Germany, Dauphine University, France, 
University of British Columbia, Canada, Deakin University, Australia, Leeds Beckett University, UK, London

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Orientation and Pedagogy

Infrastructure / Facilities:

Research and Development

SIU started Ph.D programme in Engineering from the academic year 2010-2011. Presently 179 students are 
pursuing their Ph.D from faculty of Engineering. 86 students have been awarded Ph.D. till date. SIT has taken 
various initiatives to mobilize the available knowledge resources for research and innovative solutions. SIT 
operates in cooperation to identify and initiate applied as well as multi-disciplinary research projects, create and 
combine patentable Intellectual Property (IP) components, and work to deliver funded research projects.
Research equipment and facilities have been established at SIT to carry out high quality basic and applied research. 
Faculty members are motivated to send research proposals in emerging areas to funding agencies within India and 
abroad. They also have a large number of publications in referred journals (SCOPUS and Web of Science) and are 
actively engaged in publications. Many papers were presented by the faculty and students in conferences held 
in India and abroad. Faculty and students have published more than 379 papers in refereed journals in the year 
2022, all of them are either in SCOPUS indexed or Web of Science journals. The undergraduate and graduate 
students also get an opportunity to work on some sub-areas of larger research problems as their major or minor 
projects. They also have published papers in referred journals. The Institute is in the process of augmenting 
necessary equipment and facilities in the identified research areas.

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Internationalization

The International Cell of Symbiosis Institute of Technology headed by Dr. Ketan Kotecha, Director, SIT, oversees 
and coordinates all the International initiatives of the Institute under the umbrella of Symbiosis Centre for 
International Education (SCIE). 
Internationalization at Symbiosis Institute of Technology (SIT) in Pune aims to prepare students to become globally 
competent professional adept to work in a rapidly changing economy. Symbiosis International University has 
academic agreements with about 80 reputed international universities. Students are encouraged to participate in 
Global Immersion Programme which includes six months Semester Abroad Programme as well as short duration 
programmes (2 – 3 weeks) such as Summer Schools, Winter Schools, Industrial visits, Internships etc. in the 
partner Universities. 
SIT has about 23 active Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Universities out of India. Two joint degree 
programs-one with School of Architecture, Building and Civil Engineering, Loughborough University, UK (4+1 
year) in the Civil Engineering Department and second a (4+1 year) academic progression program with Aston 
University, UK have been initiated to facilitate students to get a global exposure in their undergraduate courses. 
Mobility of faculty is an important dimension of Internationalization. In past four years about 52 International 
experts visited SIT for expert sessions, workshops, etc. SIT faculty is actively involved in research with their 
international counterparts with about 184 research articles in peer reviewed international journals and 
collaborative research projects worth 3 crores in last four years. Research scholars at SIT get the chance to 
work with globally renowned faculty by through an international co-supervisor.
